GREATER HOIDA: The Yamuna
Expressway Industrial Develop-
ment Authority (Yeida) has
asked the National Capital
Region Transport Corporation
{NCRTC) to complete a feasibil-
ity report for a proposed Gakm
rapid rail project connecting
Delhi's 1G] airport to the Nolda
airport in Jewar within the next
15 days., officials said on
Wednesday.

This decision followed a pre-
sentation by Sameer Kumar
Sharma, a multi-mode] connec-
tivity expert from NCRTC, who
outlined three suggested routes
for connecting the Nolda alrport
with the existing rapid rail net-
work in Ghaziabad during a
Tuesday meeting held at Yelda's
sector Omega | office in Greater
Moida.

Meanwhile, Yelda rejected
the NCRTC's proposed routes as
they did not adequately cover
the developing residential, com-
mercial, industrial, and other
areas near the airport site.

“We have asked the NCRTC
to prepare feasibility report in
next 15 days and we want the
route to run parallel to Noida-
Greater Noida Expressway and
Yamuna Expressway because
we wanl to provide connectivity
to all our areas including pro-

posed Film City, residential
cluster in sector 820, commer-
cial, industrial and others
befare reaching airport at
Jewar.Once the feasibility
report is ready, we will decide
the further course of action,”
said Arun Vir Singh, CEQ, Yeida.

Previously, Yeida had
planned to connect Delhi's 1G1
airport to the Noida airport in
Jewar through a high-speed
link.

However, this option was
considered too costly, with a
price tag of $350 crore per kilo-
Mmeter.

According to officials, UP
Chief Secretary DS Mishra dis-
continwed the high-speed Metro
project due to budget con-
strainis, suggesting a rapid rail
praject as a more cost-effective
altermative.

While the NCETC suggested a
route running through Greater
Nolda West's housing clusters
and central Greater Noida,
Yeida prefers the project to fol-
low a paith parallel to the Nokda-
Greater Noida Expressway and
Yamuna Expressway, starting
from Delhi’s DND, where a
rapid rail station is already pro-
posed.

Officials at the NCRTC esti-
mate that around 300,000 pas-
sengers are expected touse this
project by 2031 once it is com-
pleted along any of these routes.

When questioned about this significant development, officials from the Delhi government chose not to
comment, During a site inspection on Tuesday, it was noticed that trial runs were actively taking place to
evaluate the newly refurbished structure. The official said, *We also conducted trial runs by releasing

vehicle batches on Monday.”
The Sarai Kale Khan area in Delhi currently has a one-way flyover for people travelling from Ashram to

ITO, However, the journey in the opposite direction often gets stuck in traffic at the T-junction red light.
The newly constructed flyover brings the promise of a seamless, signal-free reute at the critical Sarai
Kale Khan T-junction on Ring Road,

This project faced delays and missed its initial July deadline. PWD Minister Atishi expressed her concerns
during an Inspection on August 7 when the flyover was 90 percent complete.

Ancther PWD official highlighted the significance of Sarai Kale Khan as one of the city's busiest traffic
hubs. With ongoing construction of the Rapid Rall Transit System, the area's traffic is expected to
Increase significantly In the near future. Saral Kale Khan already featurss a rallway station, a Metro
station, and ISBT, making it a key transportation hub in the coming years. The new 643-metre-long,
three-lane flyover, built parallel to the existing one from Ashram to ITO, costs an estimated Rs 65.55
crore.

The completion of the flyover is expected to provide a much-needed and efficient route for commuters
from Ghazlabad and ITO heading towards Ashram, as traffic from Akshardham, the Delhl-Meerut
expressway, and Mayur Vihar all converge at this junction, The Sarai Kale Khan flyover marks a
significant step in the ongoing efforts to enhance Delhi's infrastructure and make life easier for everyone.

GHAZIABAD: The city of Ghazia-
bad, on Friday, will become the
country's first city to get an oper-
ational Regional Rapid Transit
System (RETS) corridor of 17
kilometres, from Sahibabad to
Duhai Depot, a development that
is very likely to boost housing
and commercial activities im the
city as RETS stations have been
declared mixed land use zones
along with an influence zone of
L5km radius.

The Ghaziabad Development
Authority (GDA) said these
influence zones will be devel-
oped on the lines of transit-ori-
ented development (TOD) mones
of the Metro corrider and have
been defined as per the Uttar
Pradesh r's new TOD
policy, which was rolled out in
2022,

The 17km priority section in
Ghaziabad, which is set to be
inaugurated on Friday, is part of
the 82km RRTS network being
developed toconnect the cities of
Delhi, Ghaziahad and Meerut,

The GDA is now in irs final
phases to get the Master Plan
2031 approved and the influence
zones and two special develop-
ment areas (SDAs) have already
been incorporated in the draft
plam. The town planning experts
said RATS will fuel a major
housine and commercial expan-

sion in areas from Raj Nagar
Extension to Muradnagar,
between Muradnagar and Mocdi-
nagar and also from Modinagar
to outskirts of Meerut near Par-
tapur. All these areas are in the

GHAZIABAD: Leaving behind the
era of ‘jugaad tractor-trolleys’
and polluting ‘Ganesh tempos’,
Ghaziabad city has come a long
way in the past five decades to
usher in a new era of mobility
with the launch of state-of-the-
art Namo Bharat trains (earlier
called RapidX trains) on Satur-
day.

The first Namo Bharat train
will rell out for passenger operar
tioms on the 17km priority corri-
dor of Rapid Rail Transport Sys-
tem (RRTS) from the Sahibabad
and Duhai RRTS swatons, simul-
tancously, at Gam on October 21

Ghaziabad city became a dis-
trict on November 14, 1976,
before which it was a tehsil of
Meerut district. Back then, the
residents recall, the city had lim-
ited means of transport even as
Ghaziabad emerged as an indus-
trial town,

“There were no major
expressways or well-constructed
highways for the longest time:
only a handful of rickety buses
plied from Meerut to Dasna.
There was an old taxi stand near

Ghanta Ghar from where people
hailed shared taxis to go to Delhi
or Meerut. The only reliable
mass ransport medium was the
Meerut shuttle train operated by
the Indian Railways, which was
used by thousands of commut-
ers daily,” said Rajendra Tyagi, a
former councillor from Raj
MNasar.

The old-timers say that for
local commuting, city residents
depended on bicycles they
rented from shops for 25-50
paise on an hourly basis,

“There were these bigger 10 to
12 seater autos, which had a pro-
truding nose-type front design
and so they became locally
known as 'Ganesh’. These vehi-
cles created a lot of noise and
pollution, In rural segments,
people used jugaad” trolleys for
local cormnmute. In the 1980s, the
scenario changed with the
advent of Marutl cars and mid-
dle class families also got two-
wheeler scooters such as Lam-
bretta, Vespa and Bajaj for local
commutes. Officers and police-
men preferred motoreyeles such
as Rajdoot, Jawa, and Yezdi, and
later the Royal Enficld.” Tyagi
said.

In the 1980s, a few Delhi
Transport Corparation (DTC)
buses started plying from Ghazi-
abad to ITO and also up to Saf-
darjung Hospital and that was
the extent of intercity commut-
ing option.

“These buses remained jam
packed during peak hours. |
remember how my clothes
would end up dirty with a mix of
sweat and pollution by the tme [
reached ITO by a DTC bus. By
the late 1990s, autos became
ubigquitous and ferried as many
as six o eight people stuffed in
one auto, alongside cycle rick-
shaws,” said Nishant Goel, a
Govindpuram resident.

In the past five years. e-rick-
shaws have started replacing
cyele rickshaws, But the first
major jump towards speedier
mobility came in July 2001, when
the city got first its 2.5km stretch
of Metro's Blue Line, which
linked commuters to Central
Delhi from the two stations of
Vaishali and Kanshambi.

After vears of deliberations,
the second Metro line - the Red
Line - came on March 8, 2019,
with eight stations. One the same
day, Prime Minister Narendra

Modi also laid the foundation for
the RRTS project.

“The coming of the Metro
gave much needed relief to resi-
dents but the city still lacks
metro connectivity to Noida and
Ceniral Delhi. The Namo Bharat
trains are scripting a new phase
in the ciry’s development and
will greatly transform local and
intercity travels over the next
couple of vears,” said colonel TP
Tyagi (retired), a resident of
Model Town

“The clectric-buses have also
arrived but more of them are
needed, The agencies must work
on further improving last mile
and intracity commuting to
maximise the reach and benefits
of Metro and RRTS.” he said.

The district officials said the
city aims to build a strong and
reliable public transport com-
prising e-buses. “We have 50
e-buses currently running, and
150 more are expected tojoin the
feet soon. Weare trving our best
to gt these buses as s00n as pos-
sible for intracity commute,”
said Kesri Nandan Chaudhary,
regional officer of Uttar Pradesh
State Road Transport Corpora-
tion.

Currently, with-
out traffic or moderate traffic,
the journey takes approxi-
muately 45 minutes by car
Now, the distance of about 34

As per a senjor official from
Mational Capital Region Trans-
port Corporation (NCRTC),
this development will simplify
travel for Modinagar residents
